The Lessons

FIRST READING: Exodus 3:1-15
The people sit.

A Reading from the book of Exodus.
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‘Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law Jethro, the priest
of Midian; he led his flock beyond the wilderness, and came to
Horeb, the mountain of God. “There the angel of the LORD
appeared to him in a flame of fire out of a bush; he looked, and the
bush was blazing, yet it was not consumed. *Then Moses said, “I
must turn aside and look at this great sight, and see why the bush is
not burned up.” “When the LORD saw that he had turned aside to
see, God called to him out of the bush, “Moses, Moses!” And he
said, “Here I am.” *Then he said, “Come no closer! Remove the
sandals from your feet, for the place on which you are standing is
holy ground.” °He said further, “I am the God of your father, the
God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” And
Moses hid his face, for he was afraid to look at God.

"Then the LORD said, “I have observed the misery of my people
who are in Egypt; | have heard their cry on account of their
taskmasters. Indeed, | know their sufferings, “and I have come
down to deliver them from the Egyptians, and to bring them up out
of that land to a good and broad land, a land flowing with milk and
honey, to the country of the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Amorites,
the Perizzites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites. °The cry of the
Israelites has now come to me; | have also seen how the Egyptians
oppress them. °So come, 1 will send you to Pharaoh to bring my
people, the Israelites, out of Egypt.” *‘But Moses said to God,
“Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh, and bring the Israelites out
of Egypt?” *?He said, “I will be with you; and this shall be the sign
for you that it is I who sent you: when you have brought the people
out of Egypt, you shall worship God on this mountain.”

“But Moses said to God, “If I come to the Israelites and say to
them, ‘The God of your ancestors has sent me to you,” and they
ask me, ‘“What is his name?’ what shall I say to them?” *“God said
to Moses, “l AMWHO | AM.” He said further, “Thus you shall say to
the Israelites, ‘1 AM has sent me to you.” ” **God also said to Moses,
“Thus you shall say to the Israelites, ‘The LORD, the God of your
ancestors, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of
Jacob, has sent me to you’:

All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that
thou, of thy tender mercy, didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to
suffer death upon the cross for our redemption; who made there, by
his one oblation of himself once offered, a full, perfect, and
sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the
whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel command us
to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and
sacrifice, until his coming again.

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when
he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples,
saying, “Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you. Do this
in remembrance of me.”

Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given
thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink ye all of this; for this is
my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for
many, for the remission of sins.

hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the
same.

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us;
and, of thy almighty goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify,
with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of
bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our
Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death
and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept
this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving; most humbly
beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son
Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole
Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of
his passion.

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our
souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto
thee; humbly beseeching thee that we, and all others who shall be
partakers of this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most
precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with
thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him,
that he may dwell in us, and we in him.

And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer
unto thee any sacrifice, yet we beseech thee to accept this our
bounden duty and service, not weighing our merits, but pardoning
our offenses, through Jesus Christ our Lord;

By whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all
honor and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without
end. AMEN.
