The Lessons 

 

FIRST READING: Joshua 24:1-3a, 14-25 
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The people sit. 

A Reading from the book of Joshua. 

1Joshua gathered all the tribes of Israel to Shechem, and summoned 

the elders, the heads, the judges, and the officers of Israel; and they 

presented themselves before God. 2And Joshua said to all the 

people, “Thus says the LORD, the God of Israel: ‘Long ago your 

ancestors—Terah and his sons Abraham and Nahor—lived beyond 

the Euphrates and served other gods. 3aThen I took your father 

Abraham from beyond the River and led him through all the land 

of Canaan and made his offspring many.’ 

  14“Now therefore revere the LORD, and serve him in sincerity 

and in faithfulness; put away the gods that your ancestors served 

beyond the River and in Egypt, and serve the LORD. 15Now if you 

are unwilling to serve the LORD, choose this day whom you will 

serve, whether the gods your ancestors served in the region beyond 

the River or the gods of the Amorites in whose land you are living; 

but as for me and my household, we will serve the LORD.” 

  16Then the people answered, “Far be it from us that we should 

forsake the LORD to serve other gods; 17for it is the LORD our God 

who brought us and our ancestors up from the land of Egypt, out of 

the house of slavery, and who did those great signs in our sight. He 

protected us along all the way that we went, and among all the 

peoples through whom we passed; 18and the LORD drove out before 

us all the peoples, the Amorites who lived in the land. Therefore 

we also will serve the LORD, for he is our God.” 

  19But Joshua said to the people, “You cannot serve the LORD, 

for he is a holy God. He is a jealous God; he will not forgive your 

transgressions or your sins. 20If you forsake the LORD and serve 

foreign gods, then he will turn and do you harm, and consume you, 

after having done you good.” 21And the people said to Joshua, “No, 

we will serve the LORD!” 22Then Joshua said to the people, “You 

are witnesses against yourselves that you have chosen the LORD, to 

serve him.” And they said, “We are witnesses.” 23He said, “Then 

put away the foreign gods that are among you, and incline your 

hearts to the LORD, the God of Israel.” 24The people said to Joshua, 

“The LORD our God we will serve, and him we will obey.” 25So 
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Joshua made a covenant with the people that day, and made 

statutes and ordinances for them at Shechem.

A Reading from Paul's First letter to the Church in Thessalonika. 

13We do not want you to be uninformed, brothers and sisters, about 

those who have died, so that you may not grieve as others do who 
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have no hope. 14For since we believe that Jesus died and rose again, 

even so, through Jesus, God will bring with him those who have 

died. 15For this we declare to you by the word of the Lord, that we 

who are alive, who are left until the coming of the Lord, will by no 

means precede those who have died. 16For the Lord himself, with a 

cry of command, with the archangel’s call and with the sound of 

God’s trumpet, will descend from heaven, and the dead in Christ 

will rise first. 17Then we who are alive, who are left, will be caught 

up in the clouds together with them to meet the Lord in the air; and 

so we will be with the Lord forever. 18Therefore encourage one 

another with these words.

2Five of them were foolish, and five were wise. 3When the foolish 

took their lamps, they took no oil with them; 4but the wise took 

flasks of oil with their lamps. 5As the bridegroom was delayed, all 

of them became drowsy and slept. 6But at midnight there was a 

shout, ‘Look! Here is the bridegroom! Come out to meet him.’ 
7Then all those bridesmaids got up and trimmed their lamps. 8The 

foolish said to the wise, ‘Give us some of your oil, for our lamps 

are going out.’ 9But the wise replied, ‘No! there will not be enough 

for you and for us; you had better go to the dealers and buy some 

for yourselves.’ 10And while they went to buy it, the bridegroom 

came, and those who were ready went with him into the wedding 
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banquet; and the door was shut. 11Later the other bridesmaids came 

also, saying, ‘Lord, lord, open to us.’ 12But he replied, ‘Truly I tell 

you, I do not know you.’ 13Keep awake therefore, for you know 

neither the day nor the hour.”

with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of 

bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our 

Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death 

and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood. 

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept 

this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving; most humbly 

beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son 

Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole 

Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of 

his passion. 

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our 

souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto 

thee; humbly beseeching thee that we, and all others who shall be 

partakers of this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most 

precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with 

thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him, 

that he may dwell in us, and we in him. 

And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer 

unto thee any sacrifice, yet we beseech thee to accept this our 

bounden duty and service, not weighing our merits, but pardoning 

our offenses, through Jesus Christ our Lord; 

By whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all 

honor and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without 

end.
