The Lessons

FIRST READING: Acts 11:1-18
The people sit.

A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles.

‘Now the apostles and the believers who were in Judea heard that the Gentiles had also
accepted the word of God. ?’So when Peter went up to Jerusalem, the circumcised
believers criticized him, °saying, “Why did you go to uncircumcised men and eat with
them?” “Then Peter began to explain it to them, step by step, saying, *“I was in the city of
Joppa praying, and in a trance | saw a vision. There was something like a large sheet
coming down from heaven, being lowered by its four corners; and it came close to me.
°As | looked at it closely | saw four-footed animals, beasts of prey, reptiles, and birds of
the air. 'T also heard a voice saying to me, ‘Get up, Peter; kill and eat.” °But I replied, ‘By
no means, Lord; for nothing profane or unclean has ever entered my mouth.’ °But a
second time the voice answered from heaven, ‘What God has made clean, you must not
call profane.” °This happened three times; then everything was pulled up again to
heaven. *At that very moment three men, sent to me from Caesarea, arrived at the house
where we were. “The Spirit told me to go with them and not to make a distinction
between them and us. These six brothers also accompanied me, and we entered the man’s
house. “He told us how he had seen the angel standing in his house and saying, ‘Send to
Joppa and bring Simon, who is called Peter; ““he will give you a message by which you
and your entire household will be saved.” **And as | began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell
upon them just as it had upon us at the beginning. *And | remembered the word of the
Lord, how he had said, ‘John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy
Spirit.” If then God gave them the same gift that he gave us when we believed in the
Lord Jesus Christ, who was I that I could hinder God?” **When they heard this, they were
silenced. And they praised God, saying, “Then God has given even to the Gentiles the
repentance that leads to life.”

unto thee most hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same.

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty
goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts
and creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Savior
Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be
partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of
praise and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and
death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole
Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion.

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a
reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee that we, and all
others who shall be partakers of this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most
precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly
benediction, and made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him.
