‘When she had weaned Lo-ruhamah, she conceived and bore a
son. ‘“Then the LORD said, “Name him Lo-ammi, for you are not
my people and I am not your God.”

"Yet the number of the people of Israel shall be like the sand of
the sea, which can be neither measured nor numbered; and in the
place where it was said to them, “You are not my people,” it shall
be said to them, “Children of the living God.”

‘See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and
empty deceit, according to human tradition, according to the
elemental spirits of the universe, and not according to Christ. “For
in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily, '’and you have
come to fullness in him, who is the head of every ruler and
authority. ''In him also you were circumcised with a spiritual
circumcision, by putting off the body of the flesh in the
circumcision of Christ; “when you were buried with him in
baptism, you were also raised with him through faith in the power
of God, who raised him from the dead. “And when you were dead
in trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, God made you
alive together with him, when he forgave us all our trespasses,
“erasing the record that stood against us with its legal demands. He
set this aside, nailing it to the cross.
